Removing Discriminatory
Covenants from Deeds

TREPAC supported legislation to
enhance property rights and ensure
Texans have a clear understanding
of their communities’ management
structures and standard practices
with several pro-homeowner
reforms.

This legislation provides a
simple option for property
owners to remove
unconstitutional covenants
from their real estate deeds
through their county clerk’s
office.

Preservation of
1031 Exchanges

RPAC halted proposals to repeal or
limit the 1031 exchange that would
have devastated the commercial
real estate sector across the country.
A wide array of people can continue
to provide economic investment to
their communities, including
affordable housing providers, small
businesses, and farmers.

Increasing Broadband
Access

Helped establish a new A
Broadband Development N
Office that will provide
grants for expanding access
to broadband in eligible
areas.

Housing Choice Voucher
Incentive Policy

TREPAC worked alongside San
Antonio lawmakers to ensure
that there are equitable
policies and protections in
place for low-income renters in
need of affordable housing.

Real Estate
Sign Ordinance

TREPAC prevented the City
of Fair Oaks from amending
their sign ordinance to
disallow the use of all
commercial signs including
those for real estate
purposes.

Appraisal District Sales
Price Collection

TREPAC worked with local appraisal
districts in South Texas to
implement more transparent
appraisal practices when collecting
certain home improvement and
sales price information. Property
owners are now aware that such
practices are strictly voluntary and
are not required by state law.

Thanks to REALTOR® advocacy, none of

these harmful bills advanced during
the legislative session:

® Mandatory sales price disclosure for all properties.

® Bills that sought to prohibit the use of remote online
notary and electronic filing options for deed documents.

® L egislation to expand the sales tax base to include more
taxable services, such as real estate brokerage.
